The Committee deliberated the Report of the Expert Group for the pesticides reviewed for their continued use or otherwise (Part-I) and accepted the Report with the following modifications/additions in the recommendations:


Atrazine: Multi locational field studies on the effect on aquatic organisms and the extent of leaching of pesticide be carried out through Govt. Institution/organizations by the Industry within a period of  5 years and submit the data to RC for consideration.


 Butachlor:   Multi locational field studies should be carried out to assess the impact of  Butachlor spray on aquatic organism through Govt. Institutions/organizations by  the Industry within a period of 5 years and submit the data to RC for consideration.


Monocrotophos:   Recommendation No.3 is amended as follows:

“The studies should be undertaken as per the Protocol approved by the Registration Committee to show that there are no endocrine concern under Indian conditions.  The studies may be got conducted by the Industry at any 3 Govt. Institutions/Organisations within a period of 5 years” and submit the data to RC for consideration.


Pendimethalin:   Multi locational field studies should be carried out to assess the impact of  Pendimethalin spray on aquatic organism through Govt. Institutions/organizations by  the Industry within a period of  5 years  and submit the data to RC for consideration.


Quinalphos: Multi locational field studies should be carried out to assess the impact of  Quinalphos spray on aquatic organism through Govt. Institutions/organizations by  the Industry within a period of  5 years and submit the data to RC for consideration.
