Secy.CIB&RC apprised the members that a letter dated 14.12.2006 has been received from Virmani & Virmani Law Firm on behalf of M/s. United Phosphorus Ltd.(UPL), asking to adjourn sine-dine the meeting scheduled for  21.12.2006. Further, Secretary,CIB&RC provided copies to all members and read out the letter dated 20.12.2006 and the earlier letters received from DAC in this regard and apprised the Committee that as desired in the DAC’s letter dated 20.12.2006, the process patent granted to M/s. United Phosphorus Ltd. (copy of which has been officially submitted by M/s.Gharda Chemicals Ltd. to our office) has been examined w.r.t. the 9(3) registration granted to this product under the Insecticides Act, 1968.


 
Secretary, CIB&RC also provided copies of the 9(3) Registration Certificate of M/s UPL, process of manufacture submitted at the time of registration and the relevant pages of process patent of the product to the members for perusal.


After detailed deliberation, the members were of the view that despite rescheduling their presentation as per their request, M/s UPL did not come for presentation and explaining their case. Further, the members noted that the composition of the product and the process which has been patented by M/s UPL is different from the one for which registration has been granted to them under Section 9(3) of the Insecticides Act, 1968 and, therefore, the product and process registered under Section 9 (3) under the Insecticides Act, 1968 are not found patented. In view of this, the Committee decided to grant registration to all complete applications of the product (Sulfosulfuron 75% + Metsulfuron Methyl 5% WG) under Section 9 (4) of the Insecticides Act, 1968 on priority which are pending in the Sectt. for long due to clarification on this matter. Further, the Committee decided to incorporate the following conditions on the Certificate of Registration of this product to be issued under Section 9 (4):-

“The Registration is granted subject to the condition that any liability arising out of inadvertent infringement, if any, of other Act(s) including the Patent Act, 1970 shall be the sole responsibility of the registrant.”

Futura Ceramics (P) Ltd. went  for appeal against the decision of the Registration Committee for the quantity permitted for  import to them by the Committee and refusal of their request  to permit the additional quantity on the same recommendation letter of the Nodal Ministry.  The appeal was heard by the Joint Secretary (Plant Protection)  Appellate Authority as provided under Section 10 of the Act on 13.12.2006.  A copy of the decision was circulated by the Secretary, CIB&RC to the Members.

Secretary, CIB&RC apprised the Committee that accordingly the import permit for the balance quantity of 600 MT Boric Acid has been issued to M/s. Futura Ceramics (P) Ltd. 

After an in-depth discussion, the Committee observed that the order of the appellate authority and the earlier direction of DAC with respect to grant of permission for import of Boric acid by the Registration Committee are quite divergent.  Therefore, the Committee decided to refer the matter to DAC for clarification. 

The meeting ended with a vote of thanks to the Chair.
