The Committee critically evaluated the information/data in the agenda of the relevant meetings wherein the registrantions of Acetamiprid technical (Pride) and its 20% SP Formulations, Chlorpyriphos 50% + Cypermethrin 5% EC (Nurelle) and Chlorpyriphos 10% Granules (Dursban 10G) were approved.  The Committee concluded that no information with reference to safety and efficacy of this product were over looked at the time of grant of registration and the applications were complete as per guidelines of the RC in vogue.

Further, the committee noted the registration under this category may result into discrepancies with reference to bioefficacy/residue data requirement for fixation of MRL.  In view of this, the committee decided that the issue may be reviewed afresh by PPA to the Government of India in consultation with Dr.S.K. Khurana, Specialist(Gr.I ), Sh. Vipin Bhatnagar, Joint Director (Chem), and Dr. R.M. Shukla, DD(Ento) and put up to the committee in its next meeting.
