(2)    The issue of modification of temperature in the application of M/s.Sumitomo,  was briefly discussed and it was decided that a Committee of Plant Protection Adviser and Shri Vipin Bhatnagar, DD(Chemistry) will examine the data.  If it is forward to be a case of modification based on records, necessary corrections may be made at the Secretariat level, otherwise the case be brought to Registration Committee in the next meeting.
