iii)The results of trial conducted in Chandauli Dist. of Uttar Pradesh show that there is no significant difference on various parameters viz. density pattern, parity rate, infection rate, infectivity rate and Microfilaria carrier rate , therefore, how the inference regarding benefit of  treated nets was made. 
iv) Further effectiveness was not observed in Bastar Distt. although there was large disparity in the experimental conditions with respect to mosquito density in control and treatment villages.  
v) The product is toxic to honey bees, hence precautionary statement is accordingly required on label and leaflets.
