Since no response from the Custom Authority, Chennai was received, and being a policy matter, the Department of Agriculture and Cooperation may be requested to constitute a fact finding team comprising of officers of Sectt. of CIB&RC with a clear  mandate  to find out the details of the traders and the modus operandi adopted by them to import pesticides without proper registration and how these spurious pesticides are distributed in the market.   The team would submit report to the DAC in accordance to relevant provisions of the Insecticides Act, 1968 and Rules framed thereunder.
